Pet Safety
Keep cats indoors and dogs on leashes, especially at dawn and dusk. Secure outdoor pet food
and water sources and do not use retractable leashes. 

If a coyote approaches too closely, make yourself big and make loud noises. 
Keep Your Distance

Secure Your Space
Remove attractants. (pet food, garbage, fallen fruit, etc.)
